The ‘80’s television series “Miami Vice™ was more than a
success in the viewer ratings, it seemed to influence the look and
texture of TV shows and films that followed it. The show was among
the first to license and use popular songs for its soundtrack, a prac-
tice still in use today. Because of the millions of dollars of proceeds
from the illegal activities of the drug smugglers, which was the core
of the show’s premise, incredibly elaborate and expensive houses
and automobiles were liberally used as backdrops for scenes. They
became in essence co-stars in the stories, a far cry from the early
days of television when the manufacturer’'s emblems on a car being
filmed were covered with tape. In order to fit in among the criminals
in this scenario, undercover vice detectives Sonny Crockett and
Ricardo Tubbs, as portrayed by actors Don Johnson and Phillip
Michael Thomas, were supplied with expensive clothing, speedboats
and at the start of the third season, a Ferrari Testarossa.

The Testarossa was a mid-engined screamer, its 5 liter
DOHC 12 cylinder engine producing 380 horsepower.and the abil-
ity to pull zero to 60 mph times of just over five seconds. With a top

speed of 181 mph, it was the world’s fastest production car avail-
able at the time. Its gill-like fins on the doors provided air flow to the
engine radiators just behind the door openings. With the high profile
the show’s success brought, Ferrari executives had no problem
loaning two of their flagship cars even though they knew that most
of the show’s viewers would never be able to afford one. Originally,
the Testarossa cars loaned to the show were black in color. Because
many of the scenes were filmed at night, many of the car’'s body
contours were lost on film. Thus, the cars were repainted white. The
two actual Ferraris were used in close up shots with the actors, and
a third “stunt” car, which was actually an old DeTomaso Pantera fitted
with Testarossa body panels, was built for the chase scenes. This car
was equipped with nitrous, roll bars to protect the stunt drivers and
an extra brake pedal that would lock up only the rear wheels for wild
oversteer turns on camera.

At over $80,000 each, you really can’t blame Ferrari for
wanting to protect their finest car, can you? We hope you enjoy build-
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ing your new Revell “Miami Vice” Ferrari Testarossa.

Rinse and let air dry.

Check the fit of each piece before cementing
in place.

Use only cement for polystyrene plastic.
Scrape plating and paint from areas to be
cemented.

* Allow paint to dry thoroughly before
handling parts.

Any unused parts may be discarded.

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DECAL APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

. Cut desired decal from sheet.

. Dip decal in water for a few seconds.

. Place wet decal on paper towel.

. Wait until decal is movable on paper backing.

. Place decal in position on model, face up
and slide backing away.

. Press out air bubbles with a soft damp cloth.

. Milkiness that may appear is for better decal
adhesion and will dry clear. Wipe away any
excess adhesive.

8. Do not touch decal until fully dry.

9. Allow the decals 48 hours to dry before

applying clear coat.
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NOTE: Decals are compatible with
setting solutions or solvents.
