The “Grille” (“Cricket”) German 15 cm self-propelled heavy
infantry gun was in production from April 1943 to September
1944, It was developed on the basis of the Czechoslovak
Pz.Kpfw.38(t) light tank, and the 15 cm sIG 33 gun was
mounted in the open top and rear armored cabin. Self-
propelled guns of this type fought on all fronts all the way to
the end of the hostilities. In all, 282 vehicles were made in
two slightly different versions.

Attention! - Useful advice!

Study the instructions carefully prior to assembly. Remove paris

from frames with a sharp knife or a pair of scissors and trim away

excess plastic. Do not pull off parts. Check assembly positicn and

fit of parts before cementing. Assemble the parts in numericai

sequence. Use plastic cement ONLY and use cement sparingly

to avoid damaging the model. Paint small parts before detaching

them from frames. Remove paint where parts are to be cemented.

The correct method for applying decals:

« Wipe the surface of the model with a damp cloth.

« Cut a desired decal out of a decal sheet and soak it in warm water
for 20 seconds.

« Check with your fingertip whether the decal is movable on its
backing paper.

« If so, place it in a proper position on the model, face up and
carefully pull backing paper from the decal.

« If necessary, slide the decal on its exact position with wet
fingertips.

» Push out excess water and air bubbles under the decal with a soft
cloth, gently press the decal.

« When the decal is dry, wipe off excess glue around the decal with
a wet cloth.
