The Messerschmitt Bf 109, often called Me 109 (most often by Allied pilots and aircrew), was a German World War 1l fighter aircraft
designed by Willy Messerschmitt and Robert Lusser during the early to mid-1930s. It was one of the first truly modern fighters of the era,
Including such features as all-metal monocoque construction, a closed canopy, a retractable landing gear, and was powered by a
liquid-cooled, inverted-V12 aero engine.

The Bf 10¢ first saw operational service during the Spanish Civil War and was still in service at the dawn of the jet age at the end of
World War Il, during which time it was the backbone of the Luftwaffe's fighter force. From the end of 1941 the Bf 109 was supplemented
by the Focke-Wulf Fw 190. Criginally conceived as an interceptor, later models were developed to fulfill multiple tasks, serving as bomber
escort, fighter-bomber, day-, night-, all-weather fighter, ground-attack aircraft, and as reconnaissance aircraft. It was supplied to and
operated by several states during World War I, and served with several countries for many years after the war. The Bf 109 was the most
produced fighter aircraft in history, with a total of 33,984 airframes produced from 1936 up to April 1945.

The Bf 109 was flown by the three top-scoring German fighter aces of World War 1I, who claimed 928 victories among them while flying
with Jagdgeschwader 52, mainly on the Eastern Front, as well as by Hans-Joachim Marseille, the highest scoring German ace in the
North African Campaign. It was also flown by several other aces from Germany's allies, notably Finn llmari Juutilainen, the highest
scoring non-German ace on the type with 58 victories flying the Bf 109G, and pilots from Italy, Romania, Croalia, Bulgaria and Hungary.
Through constant development, the Bf 109 remained competitive with the latest Allied fighter aircraft until the end of the war.
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Messerschmitt Bf 109, éasto nazyvany Me 109 ( vé&t&inou spojeneckymi piloty a posadkami), byl némecky stihaci letoun z obdobi
1. svétové valky zkonstruovany Willy Messerschmittem a Robert Lusserm v pol. 30.let minulého stoleti. Byl to jeden z prvnich skuteéné
modernich stihacich strojil své doby, vyznaéujicl se celokovovou skofepinovou konstrukei, uzavienou kabinou a zatahovacim podvozkem.
Byl pohanén kapalinou chlazenym 12ti valcovym invertnim motorem. Poprvé byly Bf 109 operatné nasazeny b&hem Spanélské obcanske
vélky a byl stale v provozu az do usvitu proudovéhe véku na konci druhé svétové valky. Koncem roku 1941 byl Bf 109 postupné
nahrazovan Focke-Wulfem Fw 190. Plivodnim uréenim byl koncipovan jako pfepadovy stihaé, pozdgji byly vyvinuty rizné nové verze,
které slouzily jako doprovod bombardért, stihaci bombardér, denni a noéni stihac pro kaZdé pocasi a jako bitevn! a prizkumny letoun.
Byl dodavan a pouZivan nékelika staty b&hem druhé svétové valky a slouzil jesté mnoho let po ni. Bf 109 byl nepoZetnéji vyrabénym
stihacim letounem v historii a celkem bylo vyrobeno 33.984 letountl od roku 1936 aZ do dubna 1945.
Na Bf 109 |étali tfi nejvétsi stihaci esa druhé svétové vélky, kteff dosahli 928 vitézstvi predevsim na vychodni fronté.Na Bf 109 Iétal take
Hans-Joachim Marseille, coZ je nejvétsi némecké eso v severoafrickém tazeni . Létali na ném také néktefi dalsi esa spojenci Némecka
napf. Fin limari Juutilainen s 58 vitézslvimi, piloti z Itélie, Rumunska, Chorvatska, Bulharska, Slovenska a Madarska . Diky neustalému
(Woji Bf 109 dokazal drzet krok s nejnovéjsimi spojeneckymi stihacimi letouny az do konce |l.svétové valky.
