Letoun Model 8A-5 byl posledni exportni variantou piivodni konstrukce Northrop A-17A. Byl 1aké nejvykonnéjsim
modelem této konstrukce a mél nejsilngjsi vy zbroj z celeé série atoénych jednomotorovych bombardovacich letound, které byly
vyrabény leteckymi spolecnostmi Northrop/Douglas. Tricet 3est letounii Douglas DB-8A-5N bylo ohjednano Norskem
potitkern roku 1940 Tyto fetouny byly vyzbrojeny Ctyrmi kulomety raze 0.30 palce v kfidlech letounu. dali vyzbroj tvorily
kulomety raZe (.50 palce. které byly po jednom kuse mstalovany v podkridlovych kontejnerech v misté za podvozkovymi kryty,
a letoun mél takeé dvojici pohyblivych kulometa raze 0.30 palce v zadni &asti prosklenné kabiny. Letoun byl pohanén
hvézdicovym motorem Wright GR-1820-G205A o vykonu 1200 hp (895 kW), Letoun mohl nést ndklad pum a7 6 vaze 816 kg,
Letoun Model 8A-5N byl urfen pro Norské vojenské letectvo Norwegian Heerens Flyvevaben. BohuZel, pfed uskutednénim
dodavky bylo Norsko napadeno Némeckem a zahy bylo okupovano, takze se dodévka jiz nemohla uskuteénit. Nicinéné,
objednané letouny byly dokondeny a predany Norské viade v exilu, kterd provezovala letecké vyevikové zafizeni nazyvané “Malé
Norsko™ na zakladné Island Airport v Ontariu v Kanadé. Bylo viak dohodnuto, ze vvevik Norskych pilotd bude provadeén v
leteckych Skolach RAF a RCAF, a letouny byly prohlaieny za nadbytedné. V srpnu 1941 Peru se nabidlo, Ze zakoupi 18 #
preziviich norskych letount DB-8A-3N, ale Amernicky statni department t¢to nabidce oponoval z obav pied moznym pouzitim
téchto letount v baji proti Ekvadoru. Bylo tedy navrzeno, Ze tyto letouny budou nabidnuty Savétskému Svazu v ramei dodavek
“lend-Lease”, ale jak Peru tak Norsko s timto fesenim nesouhlasilo. Nasledn® byly tedy letouny piedany 9. prosince 1941
americkému lefectvu LUSAAF, a to pod oznacenim A-33-DE. Americke letectvo pak tyto stroje vvhradné pouzivalo pouze k
vyevikovym téeliim na tzemi USA, a tyto letouny se nikdy bojovych eperaci neziéastnily. Nakonec by lo pfece jen 13 kusi ze
zbyvajich letounti dodano do Peru v Cervnu 1943, kde doplnily letouny Douglas 8A-3P, které jiz v Peruanském letectvuslouzily.
Stroje pak slouzily u 3 1. a pozdéji 23. peruté Escuadron de Ataque v Reconicimiento de Fotogrametria na zdkladng v 1as Palmas
Tam zustaly ve sluzbé aZ do roku 1958, kdy byly nahrazeny letouny Douglas B-26 Invader. Jeden 7 letouni 8A-3P je dodnes
vystaven pred vstupni branou zakladny v Las Palmas. Model 8A-4 byl verzi letounu A-17A ktery byl postaven na zakazku vlady
Irdaku. Letoun 8A-4 byl zeela podobny letounu 8A-3P (vietne polozatahovaci zamérovaci vany), a byl pohanén hvézdicovym
motorem Wright GR-1820-G103 Cycione o vykonu 1000 hp (745 kW), Letouny Douglas Model 8A-4 byly do Traku dodany mezi
dubnem a cervnem 1940, Viechny dodang letouny byly pozdéji zniceny Britskym fetectvem RAF behem povstani v iraku, kieré
ved] Rashid Ali, a které zapocalo 2. kvétna 1941,

The Model 8A-5 was the last export variant of the A-17A to be built, Tt was also the most powerful and the most heavily-
armed of the entire series of Northrop/Douglas single engine attack bombers. Thirty six DB-8A-5N aircraft were ordered by
Norway early in 1940 They were armed with four wing-mounted 0.30-inch machine guns, one 0.50-inch machine gun in each of|
twa underwing pods just outhoard of the main landing gear. and had twe flexible 0.30-inch machine guns in the rear cockpit. The
engine was the 1200 hp Wright GR-1820-G205A. Up to 1,800 Ib of bombs could be carried. The Mode! 8A-3s were intended to
be used by the Norwegian Heerens Flyvevaben (Army Flying Service). Unfortunately, before they could be delivered, Norway
was occupied by German forces. Nevertheless, the 36 1DB-8A-5s were completed and turned over in late 1940 to the Norwegian
government-in-exile which operated a flight training facility known as "Little Norway" at Island Airport in Ontario, Canada.
Arrangements were made for the light training of Norwegian pilots to be carried out in RAF aud RCAF schools, and the Model
8A-55 were declared surplus to Norwegian requirements. In August of 1941, Peru offered to purchase 18 of the surviving
Norwegian planes, but the US State Department objected because of fears that they might be used against Ecuador. 11 was
proposed thatthese planes would be delivered instead to the Soviet Union under Lend-Lease, but both Peru and Norway objected.
Consequently, these 18 Model §A-3s were taken over by the USAAF on December 9, 1941 under the designation of A-33-DE.
They were operated strictly as trainers at stateside airfields and none ever saw any combat. Eventually, 13 of the surviving
Norwegian aircraft were delivered to Peru in June 1943, supplementing the Douglas 8 A-3Ps already serving there. They served
with the 31st and then the 23rd Escuadron de Ataque y Reconicimiento de Fotogrametria at Las Palmas. They remained in
service until 1958 when thev were replaced by Douglas B-26 Invaders. One of the 8A-3Psis still on display as a gate guard at Las
Palmas. The Model 8A-4 was a version of the A-17A buili for the government of Traq. The 8A-4 was quite similar to the 8A-3P
lordered by Peru (including the semi-retractable bomb-aiming tub) and was powered by the 1000 hp Wright GR-1820-G 103
Cyclone engine. They were shipped to Trag between April and June of 1940, All DB-8A-4s were destroyed by the Royal Air
Force during the Iragi uprising under Rashid Ali, which began on 2 May 1941,
Technical Details: Length: 32 16 ins.
