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Goodyear F2G-1/2 Super Corsair

in 1944, the Goodyear Aircraft Corporation at Akron, Ohio was tasked with improving on the design of the already-successful Chance Vought F4U
Corsair. They essentially developed a new aircraft, based around the radial Pratt & Whitney R-4360 Wasp Major engine, which had 24 cylinders
arranged in four rows. The new fighter was aiso fitted with a blister-type canopy for better all-round observation and named the F2G Super Corsair. The
F2G-1 was to be produced for the US Marines (who had ordered 418 aircraft) and the F-2G-2, with folding wings and arrester hook, was ordered by the
US Navy (who had ordered just 10). The Super Corsairs excelled, with a prodigious climbing ability (4,400fUmin, 22.35m/sec), high speed
(431mph/694kp/h at 16,405 /5,000m) and the new canopy gave the pilbt a perfect all-round view. Although eight prototypes wore completed, the end of

the Second World War resulted in the cancellation of all orders. Of the five examples of each production type that were built, the majority wero finally sold
to private customers for use as racing aircraft,

Wasp Major. Novy stihaci letoun, ktery byl oznacen jako F2G Super Corsair, mél také novou kabinu s kapkovitym piokrytem, ktery umoZnoval pilotovi
perfektni vyhled z kabiny. Model F2G-1 mél byt vyrébén pro letecké jednotky US Marines (bylo objednano 418 kusd), zatimeo model F2G-2, Kery mél
sidépéci kfidla a piistdveci hék, byl objednan pro US Navy v poétu 10 kusd.
